Extra stash of bills and coins.
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One gallon per day. 3-day supply for evacuation, 
2-week supply for home.

LED-powered flashlight.

Battery-powered NOAA Weather Radio.

3-day supply of non-perishable food.

A first-aid kit is essential for mending injuries and 
7-day supply of medications.
